Well versed in opera and symphonic repertoire, Alvise Casellati studied with Maestro Vincent La Selva at Juilliard School of Music and was later mentored by Maestro Piero Bellugi (2009-2012), working as his assistant in New York in 2010. He is committed to projects of social responsibility and the rediscovery of forgotten Italian repertoire, i.e. Alberto Franchetti.
He is the Founder and Music Director of Opera Italiana is in the Air, created in 2017 with the mission of making the beauty of Italian opera accessible to everyone and enjoyable for all, to inspire and connect new and diverse audiences and artists while working on very important projects of social responsibility with the world’s leading cancer research centers.  Performances are tailored to invite incredibly young talents next to established names, giving them the opportunity of debuting in iconic venues, such as Central Park, New York, and National Mall, Washington D.C..  
His debut in Italy in 2011 was at the Teatro La Fenice in Venice where he conducted the Orchestra and Choir for the 150th Anniversary Concert of the Unity of Italy. As Resident Conductor of the Teatro Carlo Felice in Genoa in 2014, he made his opera debut with Rossini’s Il Barbiere di Siviglia and then Donizetti’s L’Elisir d’Amore. As Director of the Ensemble Opera Studio (EOS) at the Carlo Felice Theater, he was instrumental in selecting talented voices to become part of the Theater Season.
Year 2022 marks his debut with Teatro Regio of Turin, Teatro dell’Opera di Roma, Crakow Philharmonic and a unique concert of ‘Opera Italiana is in the Air’ in front of the Lincoln Memorial for the 100-year celebration of the Monument in Washington D.C., in addition to Central Park, New York, and Piazza di Siena, Villa Borghese, in Rome.  He recently conducted Verdi’s Nabucco in Austria, St. Margarethen Festival, Oper im Steinbruch, largest open-air stage in Europe, which was recorded in a DVD, where the opera was attended by almost 90,000 people, and in Arena di Verona, making his return after his acclaimed debut in 2020.  
In 2021 he returned to the Spoleto Festival with Accademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia’s Choir (Holst, Kantscheli and Bernstein) and Alberto Franchetti’s Cristoforo Colombo at Mariinsky Theatre Concert Hall closing the White Nights Festival, through a project of rediscovery of forgotten and historical masterpieces, which he conducted in the fall in its full version. Franchetti, a giant composer, was in fact forgotten due to the racial laws in World War II.  He recorded a DVD with Sky Classica on “Da Ponte & Friends” with the Teatro Carlo Felice of Genoa.  He conducted also at Tchaikovsky Concert Hall in Moscow with the Youth National Orchestra of Russia in the Erwin Schrott Gala.  Finally he brings Project Rebirth the only opera concert post pandemic in Central Park, NY, in honor of the 100th Anniversary from the death of Caruso.

Drawn to orchestral conducting by Leopold Hager at the Vienna Musikhochschule, he commenced his studies at the Juilliard School of Music in New York in 2007 and then was mentored by Piero Bellugi, of whom he became Assistant to his Orchestral Conducting Masterclass in New York in June 2010. He was also Assistant Conductor to Gustav Kuhn in the 2012- 2013 Season at the Tiroler Festspiele Erl (Austria).
He was Founder of the Venetian Community of New York as well as Managing Director and Secretary of the Foundation for Italian Art & Culture, Friends of San Patrignano USA, held a Course on Leadership in English and Italian at IED School of Design in Milan.
